                  CITATION: 

For meritorious achievement in connection with operations against insurgent communist (Viet Cong) forces in the Republic of Vietnam while serving as a Rifleman with Company I, Third Battalion, Twenty-Seventh Marines, First Marine Division from 17 February to 13 May 1968.  During this period, Corporal DAVIS, then a Lance Corporal, displayed outstanding leadership and professionalism in the performance of his duties.  Constantly striving to improve his proficiency, he worked tirelessly to maintain his equipment at peak operational readiness and inspired all who observed him by his conscientious attention to duty.  With aggressive fighting spirit, he engaged the enemy during each encounter, displaying exceptional presence of mind and remaining calm under fire as he moved to advantageous firing positions.  On 13 May during Operation Allen Brook, Corporal DAVIS was searching an unsecure landing zone for enemy mines when an explosive device was detonated, seriously wounding him and resulting in the loss of both of his legs.  Demonstrating exceptional courage, he applied first aid to his extremely painful injuries and, until his medical evacuation, encouraged his companions to complete the assigned mission.  Corporal DAVIS’ leadership, exceptional professionalism and selfless devotion to duty at great personal risk were in keeping with the highest traditions of the Marine Corps and of the United States Naval Service.
