                  CITATION: 

For meritorious service in connection with operations against insurgent communist (Viet Cong) forces in the Republic of Vietnam while serving in various capacities with Company M, Third Battalion, Twenty-Seventh Marines, First Marine Division from 14 February to 7 May 1968.  Throughout this period, Staff Sergeant ROSTRON performed his duties in an exemplary and highly professional manner. As a Platoon Sergeant, he expeditiously accomplished all assigned tasks and consistently provided his unit with outstanding support.  When his unit deployed from the United States to the Republic of Vietnam, he displayed superb professional ability while ably training and organizing inexperienced personnel into an effective fighting unit.  Reassigned as a Platoon Commander on 5 March 1968, a billet normally assigned to a commissioned officer, he exhibited superior leadership and superb tactical skill, which greatly enhanced the effectiveness of his unit and enabled his platoon to aggressively engage the enemy on numerous occasions.  Subsequently reassigned as a Platoon Sergeant on 28 March, he continued to distinguish himself in the performance of his duties.  On 17 April, several members of Staff Sergeant ROSTRON’s platoon, including the platoon commander, were wounded by hostile land mines while conducting a combat patrol. Exhibiting calm presence of mind, he ably took charge of the platoon and skillfully led his men through the enemy minefield without sustaining another casualty.  His tireless initiative and determined efforts were an inspiration to all who served with him and contributed significantly to the accomplishment of his unit’s mission.  Staff Sergeant ROSTRON’s leadership, professional competence and unwavering devotion to duty throughout were in keeping with the highest traditions of the Marine Corps and of the United States Naval Service.
