                    CITATION: 

"For meritorious service while serving as a Squad Leader with Company L, Third Battalion, Twenty-Seventh Marines, First Marine Division in connection with operations against the enemy in the Republic of Vietnam from 19 February to 13 September 1968.  During this period, Sergeant JENKINS, then a Corporal, performed his duties in an exemplary and highly professional manner.  Demonstrating exceptional initiative and tactical ability, he aggressively led his squad on over 100 combat patrols against enemy forces operating in Quang Nam Province.  While participating in Operation Allen Brook, he particularly distinguished himself by personally capturing a North Vietnamese soldier who had breached the battalion perimeter.  On 6 August 1968, he exhibited superb resourcefulness and resolute determination by pursuing and killing a North Vietnamese Army officer and capturing his weapon, as well as several enemy documents.  Demonstrating maturity and professionalism unusual in a Marine of his rank and experience, he contributed significantly to the accomplishment of his unit's mission and earned the respect and admiration of all who served with him.  By his initiative, inspiring leadership and unwavering devotion to duty, Sergeant JENKINS upheld the finest traditions of the Marine Corps and of the United States Naval Service.
